Minutes of the Adjourned Annual Meeting of the Llanedi Community Council held on Wednesday, the 19th May 2010, at Tycroes Village Hall

Before proceeding to the formal Agenda, the Chairman invited Councillor 

Mrs.R.W.M. Higgins, who had been co-opted at the last Monthly Meeting as a 

Member of Council to represent the Tycroes Ward, to come forward to sign the 
Declaration of Acceptance of  Office.  She duly did so in the presence of the Clerk,
 who witnessed her signature. 
      1.     Clerk’s Report 

The Clerk stated that he believed that Llanedi Community Council could justifiably look back on the year 2009-2010 with satisfaction and pride.  
      In the sphere of recreation and leisure, the Council had continued to maintain

      amenity areas and footpaths to a high standard and to expand its stock of wayside

      seats and wicket gates for the benefit of its residents.  The Christmas lighting

      displays had again been improved.  As well as providing the customary financial

      support to the sports clubs by way of annual grants, significant additional 

      assistance has been given to the clubs.  In particular, Tycroes R.F.C. had been

      enabled to carry out a major and much-needed drainage scheme.

      With regard to highways and road safety, the Council had made progress with its

      traffic calming programme, having recently completed the first phase of a scheme

      at an accident blackspot at Hendy.  The Highway Authority was also being 

      continually pressed for the introduction of safety measures on the roads.

      As to community matters, the regular financial assistance to halls serving the 

      community had been enhanced and additional halls had been included in the 

      annual round of grants.  The longstanding and generous aid given to local charities 

      and good causes had remained undiminished.  The progress of the Hendy Youth 

      Strategy had been slightly disappointing but, in mitigation, the ‘Terry Price Youth 
      Achievement Award’ had recently been established.  

      The Council had, perhaps belatedly, recognised the importance of good publicity 

      and the website had become operational.  The first issue of the newsletter would

      shortly be issued and improved notice boards and more frequent press releases 

      would follow.

      Mr. Jones believed also that the Council’s own internal administrative 
      arrangements and procedures had improved.

      From the financial standpoint, the Council was in a stable and healthy position 
      despite having a very low precept compared with other local councils in the 
      County and the heavy expenditure mentioned earlier.  The bank balances as 

      at the 31st March 2010 were entirely satisfactory.
      The Clerk then took the opportunity to express his gratitude to the recently-retired 
      Chairman, Councillor J.L. Griffiths, for his support and kindness throughout his 
      year of office, to his colleague, Mr. E.H. Jones, the Surveyor to the Council, for 
      his unfailing support and helpfulness and to all individual Members for their 
      consistent co-operation.  In conclusion, the Clerk stated that the Council could 
      look forward to the coming year with confidence, enthusiasm and optimism.

      2.     Surveyor’s Report
      The Surveyor presented a resumé of the work undertaken by the Council during 
      the year 2009-2010 and briefly looked forward to the forthcoming year, referring, 
      in particular, to the following work which he had overseen on behalf of Council:

· The work of keeping parks and landscape areas tidy and keeping footpaths clear had continued throughout the year and a new pathway had been constructed from Squirrel’s Walk to the Bronallt Play Area at Fforest.
· A number of wayside seats had been installed and daffodils had again been planted at an increased number of suitable locations.
· The Christmas tree and lighting displays had been well received.

· Funding for the first phase of work to improve Hendy Park had been obtained and new footpaths had been laid out in the park.  Further grant applications were being made.  
· The first stage of a traffic calming scheme for Heol y Parc and the Llannon road (B4306) at Hendy had been installed adjacent to the old Tynywaun Dairies following regular accidents when garden walls had been demolished.  The effect of the installation was being monitored before deciding on further phases.  
· A grant of £22,000 had been made to Tycroes R.F.C. to enable the drainage of its main pitch to be completed whilst the cutting of the grass at the footpall ground at Hendy had continued to be undertaken throughout the year.

· Since the cricket pitch at Hendy had become unplayable as a result of serious drainage problems, the Council had continued to meet the cost of hiring a pitch at Llanelli to enable Hendy Cricket Club to play ots matches.

· New notice boards were being installed at various locations in accordance with an agreed programme.

      The Surveyor stressed that, whenever possible, the services of local contractors 

      and suppliers had been employed.  
      Finally, Mr. Jones thanked Members and the 
      Clerk for their co-operation during the preceding year.
