      County Authority, attended also by County Councillor S.J. Lloyd-Janes, to discuss 
      the progress of Phase I of the redevelopment of Hendy Park.

      16.     Traffic Calming Schemes

      humps at Heol y Parc, Hendy (Phases II and III of the traffic calming scheme at 

      that location), the Surveyor informed Council that he was now awaiting detailed 

      costings of those proposals to place before Council..

      RESOLVED that the further report of the Surveyor be awaited.

      17.     Road Safety Issues at Fforest Road and Black Horse Square, Hendy
      Once more, there was no new information to impart with regard to the above matters.

      RESOLVED that Council continue to await the results of the speed monitoring exercise at Fforest Road and also further information from the County Authority regarding the proposals for Black Horse Square in the light of the intended development at Pontarddulais.
      18.     Traffic Lights and “Keep Clear” Road Markings at Motorway

      provided at the junction of Bryngwili Road, Hendy and Talycoed.  The process 

      had been somewhat tortuous as the proposal affected the motorway junction but 
      the present position was that it had been submitted to the South Wales Trunk Road 
      Agency for approval and that a response was awaited.  

      RESOLVED that the Clerk write to Ieuan Wyn Jones, A.M., the Deputy First 

      Minister of the Welsh Assembly and Minister for Economy and Transport of the 
      Welsh Assembly Government, pressing for the early implementation of the 
      proposal and that a copy of the letter be sent to Helen Mary Jones, A.M.

      19.     Pedestrian Crossing at Tycroes School, Pontardulais Road, Tycroes

      Attention was drawn to the urgent need to provide a pedestrian crossing at the 

      above location in respect of which representations had previously been made to 

      the Welsh Assembly.  County Councillor D.T. Enoch summarised the position 

      thus far, stating that the fact that Pontardulais Road was a trunk road had meant 

      that the proposal had met with the opposition of the South Wales Trunk Road 

      Agency. 

      RESOLVED that the Clerk write to the Welsh Assembly urging in the strongest 

      terms that a pedestrian crossing be provided at the above-mentioned location and 

      pointing out that greater regard should be had to the safety of schoolchildren than 

      to minor delays in the flow of traffic.

      Bus shelters

RESOLVED that the Surveyor give instructions for the aforementioned bus shelters at Hendy and Talyclun to be painted on the terms stated.

Highways and Road Safety – Other Matters

(b)  the installation of signs showing “Y Fforest” at all entrances to the village;

(d)  the replacement of the missing sign for “Llanedi”.

In August there had been a total of 3 offences, of which 0 had been detected but enquiries were ongoing in respect of all 3.

(An explanation and an apology was given for the failure to provide Reports for the previous three Meetings.)  16 crimes had been recorded for the whole period (an average of 4 per month), of which 6 had been detected and enquiries were ongoing in respect of the remaining 10.  It was commented that this had again been a ‘reasonable period’ from the point of view of crime.  Anti-social behaviour calls had been low and it was pleasing to report that the Summer holidays had come and gone without any incidents.

(a)  With regard to Planning Application No. S/23456 (New build unit of holiday accommodation at former barn adjacent to Yr Henffald, Brynbargoed Farm, Llanedi) listed in the Surveyor’s written Report, the Chairman welcomed to the Meeting the Applicants, Mr. & Mrs. B. Richards, who had respectfully requested permission to address Council urgently.

The Applicants explained that, under a previous planning permission, they had been proceeding with the conversion of the old barn to holiday accommodation.  Infortunately, during the course of the work it had come to light that an original wall was unsafe and would have to be demolished and rebuilt in the same location using the original stone.  The Planning Officer had concluded that this exceeded the approved demolition work and that the development now constituted a new build requiring a further planning permission.  As it lay outside the Unitary Development Plan limits, such further permission would not be forthcoming.  The Applicants had already expended a considerable sum upon the work and the need to demolish and rebuild the old wall had been entirely unforeseen.  The eventual building would be precisely the same as that originally approved and they contended that to withdraw the existing permission constituted an entirely unfair and inflexible application of the planning regulations.

RESOLVED that, having regard to all the circumstances, it was reasonable that the Applicants should be allowed to proceed with their conversion and that the Surveyor write to the Planning Authority supporting the Applicants’ case and stating that it was Council’s recommendation that they be permitted to complete the works.

(b)  As to the remaining Planning Applications listed in the Surveyor’s written Report -

Mr. Jones stated that the current translator, Miss Helen E. Jones, had declined to tender for the work as she was re-organising her own workload.  She had asked that her thanks and best wishes for the future be conveyed to the Council.  Mr. Jones had, in turn, expressed to Miss Jones the Council’s gratitude for her unfailing co-operation and promptness in delivering her work and also  reciprocated her good wishes.

RESOLVED as follows:-

That Mrs. Gwen Jones be engaged to provide a written translation service to Council on the terms stated by the Clerk; and

That the action taken by the Clerk in expressing Council’s gratitude and good wishes to Miss Jones as aforesaid be endorsed.
