      1.     Apologies for Absence

2.     Appointment of Surveyor to the Council 
The Clerk placed before Council the eight applications which had been received for the above post and, after due consideration, three applicants were selected for interview and further consideration.

RESOLVED as follows:-

That the three aforementioned candidates be invited to attend for interview at a Special Meeting of Council to be held on Monday, the  11th April 2011 at Arlan Gwili, Hendy, commencing at 7.00 p.m.; and

That, in the interview, each candidate be asked three identical set questions and be subsequently invited to make any additional comments and to ask any additional questions of his own.  
      3.     Redevelopment of Hendy Park – Phase II  
The Surveyor reported that he had received two quotations for the construction of a multi-use games area at Hendy Park, being the centrepiece of the second phase of its redevelopment.  However, a third quotation, receipt of which had been expected, would not now be received until the following day.  For the present, the quotations were specifically required for the purposes of the grant application which was in the course of preparation.  At this stage it would be necessary only to indicate a preferred option.  The planning application for the project would also be submitted on the following day. 
RESOLVED that further consideration of the matter be deferred until the next Monthly Meeting.

4.     Tycroes R.F.C. – ‘Party on the Pitch’      
(a)  The Clerk reported that he had received a request from Tycroes R.F.C. for permission to nominate Parc Fferws as a potential parking area for the above event which was to be held in June at the club’s ground at Cae Gelli, Penygarn Road, Tycroes.  The club had required a reply by that day for the purposes of its licence application.  After consultation with the Surveyor, the Clerk had refused the request because of serious concerns as to the damage which might be caused to the surface of Parc Fferws by such use.

RESOLVED that the action taken by the Clerk as aforesaid be endorsed.

(b)  Whilst stressing that they had no objection in principle to the above event, the Tycroes Ward Members present expressed their concerns regarding its proposed escalation.  Preparations had been ongoing for some time and, having received no  direct communication from the club, local residents had raised a petition for submission to the Licensing Authority objecting to the issue of a licence for the augmented event on the grounds that facilities were inadequate.  Belatedly, a letter of explanation had been received from the club but there remained a number of concerns.  It was also noted that Council had not been consulted by the Licensing Authority.

RESOLVED that the Clerk convey to the Licensing Authority its objection to the issue of a licence for the above event as currently proposed, pending receipt of satisfactory assurances as to the adequacy of parking arrangements and other facilities.
