      Messrs. Richards and Thomas then proceeded to give a comprehensive  presentation upon the project to construct a large ‘Sports Barn’ or indoor training area at Ammanford Recreation Ground.  It was asserted that this would constitute a major benefit for the area and would provide much-needed indoor training facilities for the Amman Valley and, in particular, for the sports clubs of the district.  Both in their initial presentation and in their responses to numerous pertinent questions put to them by Members, Council’s guests provided detailed technical and financial information about their project.

      Before their departure, the Vice-Chairman thanked Mr. Richards and Mr. Thomas 

      for their attendance and for the most helpful information which they had imparted. 

      RESOLVED that consideration of the matter be deferred for the present.
      (b)  The Clerk stated that he had deliberately refrained from initiating the consultation with the sports clubs based within the Community of Llanedi upon the establishment of a Llanedi Sports Association (as had been resolved) until the information provided in respect of the aforementioned Ammanford Sports Association project was to hand.  He would now proceed to write to the sports clubs in question.

The Clerk reported that he had received from the Secretary of the Aman Group of Local Councils rather short notice of a Meeting of the Group to be held at Ammanford Town Hall on the 26th November 2009.  He had notified Council’s nominated representatives, viz. the Chairman, Councillor J.L. Griffiths, and Councillor R.C. Roberts.  Unfortunately, the Chairman had been unable to attend because of a prior engagement and Mr. Jones himself would be attending the Meeting of the Strategic Policy Committee on the same evening.  Accordingly, the Clerk had asked Councillor A.W. Richards (he having previously represented Council on the Group for a significant period) whether he could attend as substitute for Councillor Griffiths in accordance with the rules of the Group.  In the event, both Councillor Roberts and Councillor Richards had been able to attend.  
Councillor R.C. Roberts then reported briefly upon the Meeting, the greater part of which had been taken up with the invitation to the National Eisteddfod to hold its 2014 festival in the Aman area and specifically in Tycroes.  It was understood that the Eisteddfod was committed to holding the 2014 event in Carmarthenshire but there appeared to be some uncertainty as to the status of the Aman Group’s invitation and the stance of the County Authority in the matter.
Councillor Richards stated that the Aman Group (with the authority of its constituent members) had issued a formal invitation to the Eisteddfod to hold the said event in the Aman area and that the Tycroes location had been specified.  Furthermore, the Assistant Chief Executive of the County Council, Mr. Chris Burns, had given an assurance of his Authority’s full support and assistance other than a direct financial contribution.  

The Clerk (he having been the Secretary to the Group at the relevant time in 2007) was able to confirm that Councillor Richards’ recollection was accurate and that Council had resolved to support an invitation by the Group as aforesaid.

Councillor Roberts expressed his concerns as to the ability of the area to generate the necessary funding and as to whether there existed the will to establish and maintain the essential organisational framework.

It was understood that a meeting was shortly to take place between Mr. Elfed Roberts, the Chief Executive of the Eisteddfod, and Mr. Burns.
