1. Clerk’s Report 

      The Clerk commenced by referring to the recent death of Councillor T.I. Griffiths

      which had saddened all who had known him.  It had cast a shadow over the last 

      few weeks of what had otherwise been a most exhilerating year.  Councillor 

      Griffiths’ quiet wisdom and kindly manner would be greatly missed.   

      Turning to the business at hand, Mr. Jones stated that he considered the year 2008-
      2009 to have been one of considerable achievement.  A fresh spirit had been 

      evident from the beginning of the new term and further proposals for change had 

      found ready acceptance amongst all Councillors.  The result had been that Council 
      had embarked upon, and to a large extent achieved, a radical programme of reform 
      and improvement.  Mr. Jones was sure that the revised Estimate of Expenditure, 
      the recently approved  Strategic Overview Document, the imminent Quarterly 
      Financial Statements, the newly introduced format of the Agenda and Minutes (all 
      of which were mutually compatible) as well as the recently formed Strategic 
      Policy Committee would enable Council to deliver to the Community all the 
      benefits which it had previously aspired to and more, but more quickly and more 
      effectively.  In short, there was every reason to look forward with optimism.

      The Clerk then took the opportunity to place on record his gratitude to his 
      colleague, the Surveyor, whose assistance had once again been invaluable 
      throughout the previous year.  Mr. Jones also thanked the newly-retired Chairman 
      and her consort for their kindness and courtesy at all times.  Finally and unusually, 
      the Clerk wished to thank all Members of the Council for their support.  There had 
      been a discernable spirit of co-operation which he had found most encouraging.

      2.     Surveyor’s Report
      The Surveyor presented a resumé of the work undertaken by Council during the 
      year 2008-2009 and briefly looked forward to the forthcoming year, referring, in 

      particular, to the following items:

· The arrangement whereby the landscape maintenance contract for 2008-2009 was shared between two Contractors and work had been satisfactory and was already in place for 2009-2010.
· Council had continued its work of caring for its parks and landscape areas as well as keeping footpaths clear.
· A number of wayside seats had been installed and daffodils had again been planted at a variety of suitable locations.
· The Christmas tree and lighting displays had been well received.

· Following the completion of a feasibility study as to the future of Hendy Park, design work had continued and a master plan had been met with general agreement.
· A traffic calming scheme had been completed at Ebenezer Road, Llanedi and traffic-activated speed restriction signs installed at Tycroes Road, Tycroes, while further schemes were under consideration.  
· As part of the ongoing scheme for the assistance of sports clubs in Council’s area, secure containers had been purchased for Hendy Cricket Club, Hendy R.F.C. and Tycroes R.F.C.  Major drainage schemes for both Tycroes R.F.C. and Hendy Cricket Club were under consideration.  Assistance had been afforded to Hendy A.F.C. and Hendy Juniors F.C. by attending to the grass cutting at the football ground and purchasing new goalposts and nets.

· As mentioned by the Clerk, the Strategic Policy Committee had been established and would be considering suitable schemes and projects.

      During the discussion upon appointments, it became apparent that some of the 
      nominated Members for the previous year had not been receiving notices of 
      meeting from the relevant bodies.
