SPORTS ASSOCIATION FOR 
COMMUNITY OF LLANEDI

Representatives of Llanedi Community Council last week held an exploratory meeting with committeemen of the various sports clubs based within its area, which comprises the villages of Hendy, Fforest, Llanedi and Tycoes as well as Talyclun and part of Pantyffynnon.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the Council’s proposal to establish a Llanedi Sports Association to which the local sports clubs would be affiliated.  There are currently four clubs located within the Community, namely, Hendy Cricket Club, Hendy Juniors F.C., Hendy R.F.C. and Tycroes R.F.C.

The Clerk to the Council, Mr. Owen Jones, stated that the Council was acutely aware of the financial difficulties faced by all sporting associations at the present time and, whenever possible, had striven to offer assistance to its local clubs.  Great importance was attached to the role of sports clubs within the Community.

After much thought, the Council had concluded that it would be beneficial to set up a sports association.  It was considered that the ability of the clubs to secure funding and to install and maintain sports facilities for shared use would be greatly enhanced if they were to join forces and work together as a single body rather than to continue to struggle independently.
The response of the clubs had been entirely positive and extremely encouraging.  It was now intended to hold an inaugural meeting in June to establish the association formally and to take the proposal forward.
