Surveyor’s Report – Annual Meeting May 19th 2010
1 Work has continued keeping parks and landscape areas tidy as well as keeping footpaths clear throughout the year.  A new pathway has been constructed from Squirrel’s Walk to the Bronallt Play Area.
2 A number of wayside seats have been installed and daffodils have been planted.
3 The Christmas Lights/Trees installations were well received. 

4 Funding for the first stage of work to improve Hendy Park has been obtained and new footpaths have been laid out in the Park.  Further grant applications are being made.
5 The first stage of a Traffic Calming Scheme has been installed near the old Tynywaun Dairy on Heol y Parc Hendy following regular accidents when garden walls are demolished.  This is being monitored before deciding on further phases.  Vehicle-activated speed restriction signs have been installed at Tycroes Road, Tycroes.
6 A grant of approx £22k was made to Tycroes Rugby Club to enable the drainage of the pitch to be completed.  The grass cutting of the soccer pitch at Hendy continues to be undertaken during the year.
7 Since the Hendy Cricket pitch has become unplayable due to drainage problems, the Community Council has continued to pay for the hire of a pitch in Llanelli to enable them to play their matches.
8 New Notice Boards are being installed in accordance with an agreed programme.
