Hendy Park

A submission has been made to WREN for a grant for the proposed MUGA to be installed at Hendy Park. 
I carried out a site visit with Cllr Steve Lloyd-Janes at Hendy Park to view the on-going concerns of the council with regard to this facility. Subsequent to this I have corresponded with Ian Jones, Head of Leisure outlining the matters of concern and his officers are following up on the following areas:

· River erosion,

· Completion of paths,

· Completion of landscaping works and additional tree planting,

· Repairs to railings and pillar adjacent site of swimming pool,

· Ian Jones has confirmed he holds a sum of £7644.00 for further improvement works at Hendy Park. He did not indicate that there will be an annual contribution to the park from the County Council.
Llanedi Park
I am liaising with the representative for Lappset who installed the play equipment at this park to agree a stain specification to treat the play equipment. I have also asked a local carpenter to provide a quotation for repair of the rotten spring toy at this location.
5.5 Sports Clubs

I have met with representatives of Hendy Football club in relation to the quotations provided for repair works. The quotations all seem high for the extent of work required and I would recommend that alternative quotes are obtained prior to considering any grant aid. It was suggested that perhaps parents of the children would be prepared to carry out the painting works which was accepted as a way forward and will result in a significant saving for this element of the work.
