Surveyor’s Report – Annual Meeting May 18th 2011
1 Work has continued keeping parks and landscape areas tidy as well as keeping footpaths clear throughout the year. There is no provision for improvements to footpaths in the current financial year however there will be scope to request the Carmarthenshire CC Rangers to carry out some work to footpaths.   
2 New flower boxes have been installed throughout the area.  These are planted up with daffodil bulbs for the Spring followed by summer flowering plants.

3 A number of wayside seats have been installed and daffodils have been planted.
4 The Christmas Lights/Trees installations were well received. 

5 The first stage of work to improve Hendy Park comprising new footpaths has been completed and grant applications are being finalised for a new Multi-Use Games Area following tenders being obtained.
6 A second speed hump/raised plateau crossing is being installed on Heol y Parc near the new Park access.  In addition, a scheme is underway to install road crossing points on Fforest Road in conjunction with highway works. 
7 The grass cutting of the soccer pitch at Hendy continues to be undertaken during the year.  The Council will be assisting the Rugby Club financially in improving the floodlights. 
8 Since the Hendy Cricket pitch has become unplayable due to drainage problems, the Community Council has continued to pay for the hire of a pitch in Llanelli to enable them to play their matches.  Grants continue to be sought for the funding of drainage works to enable the Cricket Pitch to be used.
9 New Notice Boards have been installed in accordance with an agreed programme; however this has been suspended for the current year. 

10 An area of Fferws Park has been set aside as a protected environmental area where the species of plants growing there are considered to be important.
