Surveyor’s Report – Annual Meeting May 21st 2009
1 Following the sharing of the landscape maintenance contract last year, the second part of the 2-year arrangement has now commenced.  The two contractors are Tirgwaidd Farm and Garden Maintenance and IQP.  
2 Work has continued keeping parks and landscape areas tidy as well as keeping footpaths clear throughout the year.
3 A number of wayside seats have been installed and daffodils have been planted.
4 The Christmas Lights/Trees installations were well received. 

5 Following the completion of a feasibility study on the creation of a Community Facility at Hendy Park, design work has continued and a Master Plan has been generally agreed.
6 A Traffic Calming Scheme was installed in the village of Llanedi, and further schemes are being discussed with the County Council.  Vehicle-activated speed restriction signs have been ordered for Tycroes Road, Tycroes.
7 Following the allocation of funds to assist sports clubs in Tycroes and Hendy, secure containers have been purchased for Hendy Cricket and Rugby Clubs and Tycroes Rugby Club.  In addition, discussions are under way with Tycroes Rugby and Hendy Cricket Clubs regarding drainage schemes for each.  The grass cutting of the soccer pitch at Hendy was undertaken during the year as well as purchasing new goal posts and nets.
8 A Strategic Policy Committee was formed to look at suitable Projects for assistance.
